It’s hard to believe that so much 
time has passed, but it’s a fact–
–Eddie Eagle is now 20 years 

old! During that time, Eddie has 
reached more than 21 million chil-
dren with his groundbreaking gun 
accident prevention program. The 
NRA’s Eddie Eagle GunSafe® Pro-
gram has been met with resounding 
success across the country, and has 
proven itself to be an accident pre-
vention program that really works. 

The effectiveness of The Eddie Eagle 
GunSafe Program is undeniable. 
Fatal firearm accidents in the Eddie 
Eagle age group (pre-kindergarten 
through third grade) have decreased 
by more than 80% since the pro-
gram’s creation in 1988 by former 
NRA President Marion P. Ham-
mer. We believe that programs such 
as Eddie Eagle are a significant fac-
tor in that decline. We continually 
receive numerous letters from grate-
ful parents whose children avoided 
tragic firearm accidents because of 

the safety rules that they 
learned from Eddie. 

The program’s success is due 
to several factors. First of all, 
the program was specially 
designed for young children 
through the combined efforts 
of qualified professionals, 
such as clinical psychologists, 
reading specialists, teachers, 
curriculum specialists, and 
law enforcement personnel. 

Next, Eddie’s four important 
safety steps (If you see a gun: 
STOP! Don’t Touch. Leave 
the Area. Tell an Adult.) are 
easy for children to remember. 
Also, the friendly character 
of Eddie Eagle facilitates and 
reinforces the children’s learn-
ing experience. The safety 
message is further reinforced 
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On September 2, 1998, the city of 
Hammond, Indiana, was changed 

forever. In a tragic event, an accidental 
shooting took the life of a 13-year-old 
middle school student. For Hammond 
residents, it was time for action. One 
resident, Ken Baker, decided to make it 
his personal goal to do his best to ensure 
the safety of all children in Hammond. 

Along with other Hammond residents, 
Baker went to then Mayor Duane W. De-
delow Jr. and asked what the city could do 
to help prevent such a tragedy from hap-
pening again. The mayor responded with 
a $5,000 donation. A gun safety commit-
tee was formed, and with the help of the 
NRA’s Eddie Eagle GunSafe® Program, 
Hammond residents were on the way to 
safeguarding their community’s youth.

As chairman of the Hammond Crime 
Watch since 2003, Baker, along with 
volunteers Cindy Jansky and Dorothy 
Colvin, has reached out to more than 
3,000 kids per year and over 13,000 chil-
dren total in kindergarten through third 
grade to instruct them on what to do if 
they find a gun. 

Regularly invited back, Baker is pleased 
to hear that the children have not forgot-

ten the message as they recite the safety 
rules: STOP! Don’t Touch. Leave the 
Area. Tell an Adult. “The kids get so 
excited when they see Eddie Eagle come 
into the room,” Baker commented.

“I see the benefits of this program with 
my own eyes,” continued Baker. “Our 
children are safer.” The dedication of Ken 
Baker, Cindy Jansky, and Dorothy Colvin 
has not gone unnoticed. In recognition 
of their 10 years with Eddie Eagle, the 
trio received Certificates of Appreciation 
from The Eddie Eagle GunSafe Program 
and a trophy from the Friends of NRA for 
their continuing efforts. The certificates 
were presented during the 10th annual 
Lake County Friends of NRA dinner 
and auction. Baker has devoted the ma-
jority of his time since his retirement in 
2002 to the safety concerns of Hammond 
area residents. With both of his knees 
replaced, Baker found that it was get-
ting harder and harder to keep the safety 
activities going, but he felt that he had to 
persevere. 

“If we can’t guarantee that the adults 
in the community are going to practice 
firearm safety,” Baker remarked, “then 
we must go straight to the kids.” 

Baker has made that his goal for at least 
one more year. He wants to reach one 
more batch of fresh young minds and 
teach them a valuable lesson that could 
save not only their lives, but the lives of 
others as well. 

On behalf of the Eddie Eagle Depart-
ment, we would like to say thanks to Ken 
Baker, Cindy Jansky, and Dorothy Col-
vin for all that they do to keep kids safe. 
We encourage others to follow in their 
footsteps to help ensure the safety of their 
families, friends, and communities.

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As a result, all eight of the second-grade 
classrooms at Potosi have gone through 
the Eddie Eagle program every year for 
the last seven years. Since 2001, Juliette 
has reached well over 1,000 children 
with Eddie’s safety message and hopes to 
reach many more children in the future.

“The students really understand the 
concept,” Juliette commented. “They 
love acting out the skits that we do in 
class about pretending to find a gun. 
They never have a problem learning the 
message, ‘STOP! Don’t touch. Leave the 
area. Tell an adult.’ ” 

Juliette knows that the program really 
works for her students. A few years ago, 

one of her students found a gun lying 
around. The boy immediately found his 
father and let him handle the gun instead 
of picking it up himself. Juliette said that 
it’s really rewarding to know that the 
children remember the program’s mes-
sage and that they are staying safe.

She plans on using the program for years 
to come at Potosi, and hopes to expand it 
by implementing the Eddie Eagle mas-
cot costume into her presentations. “The 
Eddie Eagle program,” said Juliette, “is 
one of the most useful teaching tools 
that I use in my classroom. I feel that 
my students will be safer because of it. 
I know that my students will know what 
to do if they ever find a gun. It really 
gives me peace of mind.” 

The Eddie Eagle staff would like to thank 
Ms. Juliette for all of her hard work and 
her dedication to ensuring that children 
are staying safe in Potosi.

The Eddie Eagle GunSafe® Program

The 
Eddie Eagle GunSafe exhibit celebrated 
the program’s 20th anniversary, and 
conducted a variety of activities for this 
year’s attendees. 

Eddie Eagle fans rushed to the booth 
in order to be photographed with both 
the Eddie Eagle mascot and the giant 
inflatable Eddie. Staff also treated booth 
visitors by giving out over 1,000 Eddie 
Eagle beanie babies as well as custom 
Eddie Eagle M&M’s with “20 Years” 
printed on them. The staff took numerous 
pictures of both children and adults with 
Eddie, which were used to make picture 
buttons for adoring fans. There were also 
seven drawings for Eddie Eagle materi-
als to reach 500 children in each winner’s 
community. The contest was extremely 
popular, with over 300 people signing up 
to win materials for their hometowns. 

Staff also distributed the Ed-
die Eagle animated video, 
giving away 1,000 copies. The 
videos were so popular with 
attendees that the supply of 
DVDs was exhausted well be-
fore the end of the show. Staff 
spoke with literally thousands 
of members about the Eddie 
Eagle program and received 
lots of great feedback.

In addition to the activities at 
NRA’s Annual Meetings and 
Exhibits, the Eddie Eagle staff 
also conducted local school 
assemblies in the days prior 
to the exhibits. Over a period 
of three days, the staff worked 
with the Jefferson County 
Sheriff’s Office to conduct 
school assemblies and reached over 1,100 
Louisville students with Eddie Eagle’s 
important lifesaving message. All of the 
assemblies were tremendously successful, 
even receiving coverage on the local ABC 
nightly news twice.

The program had a great time in Lou-
isville with the help of the Jefferson 
County Sheriff’s Office and some great 
volunteers, and we are already looking 
forward to next year’s NRA Annual 
Meeting in Phoenix, AZ!

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Colonel Nancy Pearson is a law 
enforcement officer who is totally 

dedicated to children’s safety. Over the 
last 12 years, she and eight other officers 
in her Community Relations Division 
have reached thousands of children 
with NRA’s Eddie Eagle program in 
the Jefferson Parish area adjoining New 
Orleans. The graduates from her Eddie 
Eagle program include children in both 
public and parochial schools, and she 
also presents the program to children at 
summer camps, at Boy Scout activities, 
and at Jefferson Parish Sheriff’s Office 
(JPSO) “Day at the Park” events. 

Colonel Pearson became interested in 
The Eddie Eagle GunSafe® Program 
when she purchased an Eddie Eagle 
video about 12 years ago. She liked what 
she saw, and her division began teaching 
the program to local children immediately. 
When she subsequently received a grant 
from the NRA for Eddie Eagle workbooks, 
stickers, and other program materials, she 
and her division were able to dramatically 
expand and improve their Eddie Eagle 
presentations. “We greatly appreciate all 
that the NRA has done for the children 
of our area by enabling us to procure these 
program materials,” said Colonel Pearson. 

To make the Eddie Eagle program even 
more interactive, Colonel Pearson and her 
staff have developed various presentations 
utilizing homemade panel boards that em-
ploy hook-and-loop fasteners and charac-
ter cut-outs from the Eddie Eagle program 
materials. For example, one of the boards 
is entitled “Where Can You Go for Help?”, 
and features cut-outs of children that can 
be placed on either a safe section of the 
board (which contains cut-outs of a police 

officer and other safe adult figures) or on 
an unsafe section of the board. Colonel 
Pearson says that the children learn quickly 
from this exercise, and that the board helps 
to reinforce Eddie’s safety message. 

Colonel Pearson constantly promotes the 
Eddie Eagle program to the educational 
community, and has made arrangements 
for one of her department’s classroom Ed-
die Eagle presentations to be taped and 
subsequently shown on the Jefferson Par-
ish school system’s television channel. “We 
have always received good reviews from 
the school teachers for our Eddie Eagle 
presentations,” Colonel Pearson said, “and 
we want to reach as many children and 
teachers as possible in our schools.” 

In addition, Colonel Pearson has sched-
uled another JPSO “Day at the Park” 
event on July 12. Special safety tents will 
be set up where children and parents can 
watch the Eddie Eagle video. The special 
hook-and-loop activity boards will also be 

used, and children will be awarded Eddie 
Eagle stickers and candy for making cor-
rect safety choices. 

“We would love to be able to get an Eddie 
Eagle mascot costume to use in our pro-
grams,” commented Colonel Pearson. “We 
feel that the use of this costume would help 
to make our presentations even more effec-
tive, and would strongly reinforce Eddie’s 
safety message.” 

“Gun safety is paramount to us,” added 
Colonel Pearson. “Our sheriffs have always 
been very proactive regarding children’s 
safety. We know how curious children can 
be, and anything that we can do to prevent 
a child from being injured, we will do.” 

It’s easy to hear the determination and 
conviction in Colonel Pearson’s voice. She 
is absolutely dedicated to children’s safety, 
and her hard work and commitment truly 
make her a “Law Enforcement Partner in 
Safety.”
